














Prescriptions are designed to encourage wildlife habitat diversity, 
improve forest health conditions, remove hazard trees and salvage 
trees damaged by storms and insect infestations. The following 
prescriptions have been prepared:

Coopers Rock – Scott Run area for initiation of oak regeneration and •	
improvement of cove hardwood growth

Calvin Price – Burr Valley area for white pine regeneration, oak •	
improvement and wildlife habitat diversity

Camp Creek – Neely Ridge II for oak improvement and yellow poplar •	
regeneration

 

Urban and Community Forestry
The Urban and Community Forestry Program’s objectives are to 
establish long-term tree care programs in municipalities throughout 
the state to protect and effectively manage the most valuable trees 
in West Virginia.  The program also provides the necessary knowledge 
and tools to communities to make comprehensive urban forestry 
management successful.

Program Accomplishments
Worked with 80 communities, impacting 413,184 West Virginians.•	
Conducted 18 workshops that provided training to 464 people and •	
covered many components of proper tree care.

Provided 165 technical assists to communities to foster municipal •	
urban forestry programs.

Planted 3,551 new trees in communities across the state.•	
Obtained more than $21,000 in private donations to support public •	
tree care efforts.

Helped 11 municipalities receive national recognition for their •	
urban forestry programs through the Tree City USA award.  These 
municipalities include Bath, Charles Town, Follansbee, Hinton, 
Lewisburg, Moorefield, Morgantown, Parkersburg, Petersburg, 
Ronceverte and Williamstown.  

Provided 3,100 trees to 24 communities and volunteer groups for •	
planting on public property through the Mountaineer Treeways 
program.  More than 230 volunteers donated 1,400 hours to plant 
and care for these trees.  

Utilized $12,000 in donations from Appalachian Power and Toyota •	
Motors Manufacturing to fund matching Mountaineer Treeways 
grants.   

Administered a $25,482 Demonstration City grant with pass-through •	
funds from the four cities’ projects, including Elkins, Moorefield, 
Shepherdstown and Parkersburg.

Successfully obtained a grant of $75,000 to fund the Cool •	
Communities Program in FY 2009.  This initiative will allow for the 
strategic planting of trees around buildings, parking lots and streets 
to conserve energy.  

In a cooperative effort with Allegheny Power and Appalachian Power •	
the DOF obtained $55,156 to plant utility line compatible trees in 
20 communities through the Municipal Tree Restoration Program.
